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Council’s Draft Code of Meeting Practice
goes on public display

Amendments made to the
NSW Local Government
Act 1993 provide for a new
model code of meeting prac-
tice, which was prescribed
in December 2018.

Since then Greater Hume
Council has prepared a
draft code of meeting prac-
tice that incorporates the
mandatory provisions of the
model code as well as a
number on non-mandatory
provisions.

Councils and committees of
councils of which all the
members are councillors
must conduct their meet-
ings in accordance with the

code of meeting practice
once adopted by Council.

One important change is
that Council will be re-
quired to webcast meet-
ings of the council and
committees of which all
members are councillors
by 14 December 2019. To
meet this requirement it
is proposed that audio
visual recordings of
meetings will be posted
on Council’s website.

Council is exhibiting the
draft Code of Meeting Prac-
tice for a period of 28 days
commencing on Monday, 4
March wuntil Monday, 1

April 2019. The draft Code
of Meeting Practice may be
viewed at any Council of-
fice, or on the Council web-
site greater-
hume.nsw.gov.au.

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Look back at pioneers

Help for carers in reach

For her five-minuter at the
last Probus meeting. Joyce
Gardener spoke about her
ancestors involved in the
trek from South Australia
to Jindera. Joyce’s great-
grandfather Johan H.
Goessling played a signifi-
cant role in Jindera‘s histo-
ry in 1868.

A request was sent to the
Adelaide Lutheran parish
for a pastor to oversee the
church and school at Jin-
dera for a year. From
Groveland to Jindera, Pas-
tor Goessling travelled via
Melbourne, Echuca, Castle-
maine and Ballarat and
through forests along the
Murray. He stayed in the
Jindera-Wodonga parish
until 1876, accomplishing
the building of the first one-
room school, which was
attached to the pastor's
house.

The main Probus speaker
was Herb Simpfendorfer,
accompanied by Ron
Krause, who shared the
video of the Walla Walla
150th street parade on Jan-
uary 28. There were 137
items in the parade, con-
sisting of sulkies, wagons,
lorries, unicycles, penny-
farthing cycles, three-
wheeler bikes, farm ma-
chinery, old cars, floats
from the community and
sporting clubs and even a
pooper-scooper to clean up

after the animals.

A program of events kept
everyone entertained with
10 different tours available.
A beautiful book of coloured
photos 1s available for $30,
celebrating the journey and
the weekend of activities.

At the Probus annual meet-
ing, Jeannie Kenney was
elected chairperson for a
second term. Kevin Fogarty
replaces David Muller as
secretary and Heather Col-
liss remains the treasurer.

Connie and John Ross en-
tertained the meeting with
a PowerPoint presentation
on Canada and Alaska.
From Vancouver with a
population of 2.5 million to
the Northern Lights in the
Yukon, beautiful photog-
raphy taking in clear lakes
and mountain streams was
displayed by the Rosses.

The community
will have an opportunity to
Have A Say when the final
draft waste strategy is placed
on exhibition for public com-
ment.

Council will also write to the
football clubs of Jindera,
Rand/Walbundrie/Walla Wal-
la Giants and Henty, and the
Rotary Club of Holbrook, to
thank them for undertaking

the Hard Waste Collection
held early March, which
proved to be very popular.
In appreciation, Council
agreed to provide a $1,000
donation to each of the foot-
ball clubs involved.

Council confirmed support
for the endeavours of the
Henty Local Area Health
Committee to establish a
multi-function specialist de-
mentia unit at Henty.
Council support will include
lobbying for funding, assis-
tance with the acquisition of
a suitable site, and develop-
ing a strategy to help the
community prepare a busi-
ness case for the project.
