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“MORE THAN JUST A MEAL!”

- WHAT DOES THAT MEAN?
Although delivery of prepared meals is the basis
of our service, Meals on Wheels is so much more.
It is “more than just a meal”. It is a regular
wellbeing check for people who may be living
alone and isolated from family and other support.
It is also about ensuring people who may not be
able to get out and about, enjoy regular social
interaction and the comfort of knowing someone
will drop by regularly to say hello and see how
they are going. We also provide assistance for
people to be taken to appointments, shopping,
outings and to share a meal with others.
As the Covid position continues we will continue
to provide our essential meals and social support
services to clients across most of the Greater
Hume Shire. To help us all remain safe and well,
all non-essential activities have been put on hold
until safe to return. Unfortunately, that means
our Gentle Exercise sessions are on hold as well as
group outings and non-essential shopping. They
will recommence along with our new activities of
“Cooking For 1 or 2” and “Sconeversations” as
soon as we get the go ahead from health
authorities.
We also provide friendly phone calls for people
who may live alone and feel isolated or just want
a regular chat with a friendly voice. The service
makes a regular phone call, based on the client’s
request, to ensure all is well. Give us a call if you
think you might like to have a regular phone call
from us or one of our friendly volunteers.
Shopping and shopping delivery is another service
we are currently offering for those unable to
make it to the shops.
If you are in urgent need of support, the My Aged
Care contact centre can refer you directly to
services in your local area. If you are already
registered with My Aged Care, services can be
set up quickly for up to 6 weeks without the
need for an additional assessment. You can also
arrange this directly with Holbrook Meals on
Wheels if you prefer.

PLANT PICK PLATE 3 D
Have your tried growing your own =\
seedlings? This is an inexpensive (\‘\
option to start your vegetable and '
flower plantings for this coming
season. It offers the gardener the 7
opportunity to grow organic and
heirloom varieties not available as
seedlings in nurseries, however this method
does require early planning.

Successful germination of seeds hinge upon
several crucial factors. Initially, a quality seedling
mix should be used to fill either sterilized plastic
punnets or mini compostable tubs. Other
essentials to speed up germination are the
provision of a constant moist environment, not
wet, together with warm temperature, light and
oxygen. Be aware that many vegetable crops are
seasonal so select the appropriate seeds for the
next season. The ideal position to keep the soil
warm is on a window sill receiving strong light.
Create the moist environment using a clear hard
plastic tray upturned over the punnets or a
supported clear plastic bag, so long as air flow is
provided.

Start by filling the punnets, firm down gently and
water well. Sprinkle seeds over and cover with a
fine layer of seed raising mix. Water again
gently, cover and place on vyour light-filled
window sill or table. Ensure the soil remains
moist with regular water spraying. When at
least 4 leaves have sprouted “Pot on” the
seedlings into single pots filled with quality
growing medium containing nutrients to ensure
strong growth. Hold the seedling by a leaf, not
roots and gently loosen the soil with an icy pole
stick, transplanting into new soil and watering
well. Select the strongest seedlings which will
tolerate some sun and do not cover. Prior to
planting into the garden, “harden off” the plants
outside gradually then plant and be amazed at
their quick growth. Its easy, have a try.

Our budget is spent on; maintaining four
buildings, paying insurance and electricity etc,
running a car and putting money away for a new
one in the future, paying the salary of a full-time
Priest, contributing to missions overseas and in
Australia, paying a monthly fee to Head Office in
Canberra for governance and administration, etc.
Our incomes are from, the people who attend
church, events that we hold, and the Op-shop in
Holbrook, there is no Pot of Gold to dip into and
we do not receive any financial assistance from
anywhere else.

| was asked recently; “Is the Op-shop a charity?”
The answer is, NO, it is a ministry of the Anglican
Church of Holbrook that provides a service to the
community. It costs a lot to run the Op-shop, we
pay rent, electricity, and other running costs etc,
and any surplus income helps us balance our
annual budget. The Op-shop has a volunteer staff
of about 30 people, and it is recognized as an
Essential Service as it is the only outlet for pre-
loved clothing, furniture, etc, between Albury and
Wagga Wagga.

The Op-shop is the place where people offer their
time for free and are rewarded with a sense of
purpose, fellowship, and support. It is surprising
how many people drop into the shop for a chat
and we find out that they are really in need of a
listening ear. The goods from the Op-shop are
often offered to people in need for a modest
price, or if there is an emergency, we give them
goods for free. The Op-shop fills a gap in the
community that is not otherwise available,
imagine what our town would be like if the Op-
shop was not there? | am personally thankful for
the Op-shop as the Parish would struggle to pay
my wages.

Murray River Branch of WIRES covers from Little
Billabong, to the north, along the Murray River as
far south as Barham then north to Moulamein,
Jerilderie, Urana and back to Henty. A very large
area with very few to no members in remote
towns. This obviously delays getting urgent care
to desperate, animals who are scared and quite
possibly in intense pain.

Holbrook has one trained, active WIRES member,
yet we have a great variety of native wildlife in
our area who often require our assistance.

To join us in WIRES you are required to undergo
initial training which comprises of two parts.
First part being online and must be completed
prior to attending a one-day face-to-face
workshop. On completion of both parts you will
receive your licence to care for our native
wildlife.

To undertake this training contact: wires.org .au
and go to training

We have one face to face training day in October
and the online component needs to be
completed before then.

Advanced training required for each species, so
it is possible to specialise in your favourite
animal. WIRES has many and varied roles
including taking phone calls, shooters, carers,
transportation of animals and people who can
climb trees and attach nest boxes.
