The Holbrook Football Club capped off a great season by winning both 1% & 2" Grade Premierships in
the Hume Football Netball League for Season 2022.
The Reserve Grade side had taken the direct route to the Grand Final by winning the second semi-
final, but had to fight tooth and nail against a very spirited and committed Osborne combination in the
Grand Final.
In a low scoring encounter, the Tigers led Holbrook at every change before the Brookers were able to
hold Osborne scoreless in the last quarter whilst adding 2 goals 1 point themselves to turn a 7 point
deficit into a 6 point victory. Holbrook veteran, Charlie White, kicked 2 goals, while Ben Parker, Sam
Joyce, Fletcher Parker & Bailey Churchill were the other goalkickers. The Brookers were best served by
Sam Joyce, Gus ‘Siren’ Keogh, Charlie White, Cal Langlands, Nick Pugh & Tom Heriot.
