ACHIEVEMENT

During the change-over to the new guard on
Thursday night, Holbrook Rotarians reflected on their
year of achievement and looked forward to new
plans taking shape over the next 12 months with the
caveat: whatever is possible during the present
pandemic.

Past president lan Davis highlighted events and
activities including the Rotary Art Show in October,
the Pride of Workmanship Awards, support for the
Holbrook Triathlon, further development of the hard
waste collection in Greater Hume Shire, the dressing
up of Holbrook’s main street with lights and red bows
during the Christmas period, financial assistance for
Rotary Club of North Albury’s exchange student
Avalon Chapman. Kerry Morton was awarded the
Paul Harris Fellow for her tireless effort as president
for 18 months and associated community service to
the club and community.

As elsewhere, the Rotary Club of Holbrook has been
hugely impacted by the January 2020 bushfires in the
Upper Murray followed almost immediately by the
COVID 19 pandemic and its associated self-isolating
limits due to the life-threatening risks to this
membership cohort.

Having suffered complete devastation of their farm in
the bushfire, Mr Davis thanked members “for the
concern shown and generosity of support allowing us
all to get through an incredibly tough period. The
response by all our members of this club and the
wider Holbrook community to the bushfire crisis in
January 2020 made me immensely proud to be a
member of this club,” he said.

Mr Davis acknowledged the loss of two long term
members Paul Quick and Jim Hoy who passed away
during the year. They were much loved and enjoyed
by their fellow Rotarians
and will by sadly missed.
Our thoughts go to their
families.

Membership is a
continuing issue for all|
service clubs globally and
Holbrook is not an
exception. New member
Brian Cross was
welcomed and inducted
into Rotary and although

the club reluctantly accepted the retirement of Bob
Plunkett, he was made an honorary member as a
measure of appreciation.

Treasurer Milt Golenberg reported more than
$13,000 of donations for the year. The club
supported local schools contributing to their welfare
fund, St Patrick’s resilience project and presentation
events as well as donating wood for a raffle to Early
Learning Centre which made $560.

Holbrook joined the Rotary Club of Albury North to
stage a drought relief entertainment event at
Pleasant Hills which was a remarkable success.
Holbrook used its catering skills, North Albury had
great connections, and the entertainment was top
shelf.

Community Service director Murray Jones was part of
the Rotary bushfire team organising hay baling and
delivery of animal pellets, water as well as agistment
and fencing.

“Our own club made a large donation of posts for
fencing materials to lJingellic BlazeAid farmers
impacted by fire,” he said.

Murray was instrumental in putting in place the hard
waste collection throughout Greater Hume Shire
working in conjunction with Council and football
clubs who participated in the collecting and
transporting the material to the landfills throughout
the shire.

Community Service catering director Craig Rowe said
“the world changed with COVID 19 and the bushfires.
Nevertheless, Holbrook Rotary did cater recently for
the lJingellic Bushfire Outreach Day at the lJingellic
hub with social distancing and hand sanitation
awareness up front.

strength and mobility, increasing the risk of falls and
fractures, also osteoporosis, slower wound healing,
increasing the length of stays in hospital and,
potentially, reducing an older person’s ability to stay
in their own home and contributing to premature
death. It is much easier to prevent malnutrition than
to treat it in older adults.

Having meals delivered should not be seen as a last
resort.

At the turn of the 1900s this ancient vegetable along
with the humble potato became the cooks’ staple
food, being cheap and readily available. Turnip crops
were grown as a quick productive food crop for sheep
and pigs. Today, fresh grocers stock the turnip and its
my tip that this will be the next “superfood”.
Extraordinarily the whole plant contains all the
vitamins and minerals advised for healthy eating as
well as anti inflammatory properties with turnip
greens featuring in recipes, this being the leafy top of
the plant. As a member of the Brassicia family, the
Turnip Greens are used like Kale and Broccoli in stir
frys, vegetable lasagna and hot pots. You will need to
plant your own as the shop turnips are void of their
leaves.

Back to recipes. | found a Turnip and Potato Mash
Gratin with salt and pepper and topped with grated
strong flavoured cheese and baked until golden.
Another mash of turnip and pumpkin with the
addition of sautéed bacon and onion sounds delicious.
But the turnip chips is my winner. Sliced bulbs coated
in oil. Combine grated parmesan cheese, garlic salt,
paprika and onion powder in a bag then add the
turnip slices and coat well. Spread out and bake 220
deg for 20 min. A tasty modern twist for the old
turnip.

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COUNCIL NEWS - JULY

COVID-19 restrictions have changed the way Council
can run its monthly meeting. Councillors attended the
July meeting held at Holbrook, observing social
distance rules.

You can view the recording of the meeting at https://
bit.ly/35uKFxX. The meeting was not open to the
public.

Business dealt with at the meeting included:
Council adopted a Mobile Food Vending in Public
Places Policy on a trial basis until May 2021.

Councillor Denise Knight has announced her
resignation from local government office. Denise’s last
day as a councillor will be Council’s next meeting on
19 August. Council resolved to extend sincere
appreciation and gratitude to Cr Knight for 33 years
outstanding service to Council and the communities
of Greater Hume. Council will seek ministerial
approval to dispense with a by-election created by the
resignation until the next local government election
to be held on 4 September 2021.

Council will seek approval for a range of projects
under the Local Road and Community Infrastructure
Program totalling nearly $1.3M. Projects put forward
are: hot mix paving at Village Green lJindera; toilets
installed at Morgan’s Lookout, a new comfort stop at
Walbundrie, a memorial to honour Sam McPaul at
lingellic/Talmalmo, Walla Walla Skate Park and
roadworks from the top of Yarara Gap to Coppabella
Road at Lankeys Creek.

Council will install a fit for purpose audio visual

system to facilitate effective communications at the |

Holbrook Library meeting room. This investment is in
response to COVID-19 and that Council is required to
livestream meetings, and will enable Council to
promote the venue widely across the region. Council
will also investigate external funding options for
similar technology to be installed at the Culcairn
Council Chambers.

Council will resume support for the Southern Sports
Academy with a $800 contribution this year, as
Greater Hume is represented with four young people
in a range of sports who reside in Greater Hume. The
Academy provides elite young athletes from southern
NSW with cutting edge development programs
designed to assist them in their pursuit of higher-level
sports achievements.

Council appointed the contractor Nelmac Pty Ltd to
design and construct a bridge and approaches on
Coppabella Road, which will vastly improve access for
harvesting of softwood pines. The $680,000 project is
funded by NSW Government Restart NSW fund.

Council considered a business case for a 24 lot
subdivision, and approved a submission seeking a
subsidised loan of $1.5M for the project. Council
noted that if the submission is successful, a further
report regarding the proposed residential subdivision
at Culcairn will be forthcoming.
