 The Code of Meeting Practice and Payment of Ex-
penses and Provision of Facilities to Mayor and Coun-
cillors Policy were adopted following recent public ex-
hibition.  
 

 Council resolved to renew a five (5) year Loan 
Agreement with the Australian War Memorial for the 
Loan of Commander Holbrook’s Medals.  
 

 Council endorsed the timeline to call Expressions of 
Interest and determine applications for funding total-
ling $301,708 under the NSW State Government’s Re-
connecting Regional NSW – Community Events Pro-
gram.
