Jindera CWA celebrates 100 years at the Pioneer Museum   
  

 The Jindera branch of the Country Women's Association want to remind peo-

ple that the organisation is more than 'tea and scones,' they also fundraise for 

bushfire and flood relief, those in need and 'push’ issues that need to be pushed 

such as regional health and education access and land management practice.  
 

 The CWA is celebrating a century of activism 

and service. The CWA of NSW had its beginnings 

at the Bushwomen's Conference held in Sydney in 

April 1922 and in the 100 years in existence, mem-

bers have helped bring about some major changes 

including better health facilities, compulsory seat 

belts and flashing speed signs in school zones. 
 

 The Jindera CWA have just held a very success-

ful 3 day event over the 9th,10th and11th September at 

the Jindera Museum. On Friday, 80-100 school children 

came through, on Saturday we had the Car Club come 

through and on Sunday Justine Clancy MP, unveiled the 

commemoratory ceramic bird bath placed in the Museum 

garden to celebrate the 100 Years.  
 

 Over the 3 days there was a rope making display, 

Scottish Piper, Roger Buck playing 

the bagpipes (what a stirring sound), 

a horse-shoeing demonstration, a tal-

ented choir and wool spinning as well 

as stalls which included cakes and 

slices for sale.  
 

 Everyone had a wonderful time and 

we had great feedback about the CWA 

history boards and the Museum dis-

plays.

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 This year St John’s has implemented the Zones of Regulation curriculum with 

our students. The Zones is an emotional regulation program that teaches children 

that all emotions are ok and appropriate at different 

times and in different circumstances. At regular 

times throughout the day, our classes pause and 

check in with their state of emotions, with the idea 

of being ‘ready to learn’.  

 

 Children have been able to trial various differ-

ent strategies such as figure eight breathing, using weighted 

blankets and wall push ups to help get themselves into the best 

headspace for learning. Once they have trialed these, they have 

developed their very own toolbox of strategies that best suits 

them for use when they feel they need a little extra support to be ‘ready to learn’. 

 

 The NSW Department of Educa-

tion has released a new K-2 English 

syllabus, which is due to begin imple-

mentation next year. St John’s is in-

vesting heavily in upskilling our teach-

ers and purchasing new resources to go 

along with this new syllabus. Our K-2 teachers, along with the 

team from St Paul’s Henty, participated in a two-day profes-

sional development on InitiaLit. InitiaLit is an evidence-based 

whole-class literacy program providing all children with the essential core knowledge and strong foundations to become 

successful readers and writers. Our teachers gained valuable insight and skills over the two days and are excited to begin 

trialing elements of the program in Term Four. 

 

 Justin Seidel (just-dance-Justin) came to teach the year 5/6 class how to 

perform a hip-hop dance while worshiping God. Everyone in the year 5/6 

class loved trying something new and they nailed the performance!  

 

 Two of our year 4 students, Eve Barclay 

and Maddison Baker, travelled to Sydney to 

compete in the CIS athletics competition on 

Tuesday. Maddison placed 15th and Eve 25th 

overall. We are so proud of you both for 

making it this far and representing both St 

John’s and our region.

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 Regional Buses started as a partnership between 
Allan Ofak and Matthew Kane. Both Allan and Matt 
attended a meeting in Wagga that Transport for NSW 
had for the new On Demand Service that they wanted 
to offer in 2018. They asked that operators put in a pro-
posal on their best ideas of transport in the country are-
as and Regional Buses was born. 
 
 Transport for NSW awarded 13 proposals around 
the state of NSW and Regional Buses was awarded 2 
Trail runs, Burrumbuttock run had been Allan’s idea 
and Holbrook had been Matt’s idea. 
 
 We started the Burrumbuttock run in February 
2019 which had 2 drivers and Allan & Matt working 
the phone to take the bookings and doing the timeta-
ble plus all the reporting that went along with it. 
 
 The Holbrook run started July 2019 which grew our 
team from 4 to 5 people working the business. 
 
 As the runs become busier and busier it become ap-
parent that we needed some kind of technology to help us 
out. We approached David Van Damme about our issues, 
and he was able to write a software package that has tak-
en complete care of our fleet management system with 
timetables, routes and reporting for Transport for NSW. 
David has been able to form his own company around 
this project called LM Software, which offers fleet man-
agement systems to buses, trucks and parcel delivery ser-
vices. 
 

 This had now grown our little team to 6 and at this 
point we also needed another person on the phones, so 
Tania I'anson come on board which grew the team to 7. 
 
 In the first year of the trial, we were picking up 
around 400 people per month and at present we are pick-
ing up 1000 to 1200 people a month which is unbelieva-
ble.  
 
 We have been operating for 3 and half years now, and 
as of the 1 July 2022 we have been awarded a '-year con-
tract by Transport tor NSW. 
 We are not up grading the buses to 17-seater buses 
with wheelchair lifts, the new buses will be blue and have 
On Demand on them which is the standard for all On De-
mand services through NSW. We will see the new buses 
early next year. 
 
 We now have 9 people employed with Regional Bus-
es plus a spin off company from it. 
 
 I believe this kind of transport is the way of the future 
for country transport.
