Congratulations to Tilly Phegan who competed at the NSW Combined Independent Schools CIS Cross 

Country in Sydney during Week 7. Tilly ran in the 12 year age group, which was 3km in distance. 
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The October 2018 Trek Re-Run. 
Modern vehicles will be used in the 
2018 Trek re-run, taking six days, in 
early October from the Barossa Valley 
in SA to Walla Walla in NSW to  
commemorate 150 years since the  
original wagon Trek in 1868. The six-
day journey will start with a church 
service on Sunday October 7th, and end 
with a dinner at Walla Walla on Friday 
October 12th.   Most arrangements are 
already made, including dates, over-
night stopping places and roads to be 

used.  The number of participants is 
expected to be about fifty using about 
twenty five vehicles, mostly modern, 
but some built as far back as 1953.  
Many vehicles will be towing caravans. 
Some of the people in the re-run are 
direct descendants of the original Trek 
group. 
 
Towns on the re-run route starting from 
Ebenezer near Nuriootpa, S.A. are 
Blanchetown, Morgan, Renmark, 
Wentworth, Euston, Balranald,  
Moulamein, Deniliquin, Tocumwal, 
Albury and Jindera, with the final   
destination of Walla Walla, NSW.  
Even though it is known where the 
wagons went, many of the vehicles in 

the re-run will take the easier  
alternative road when in an area where 
the original route is now partly a gravel 
road.  This occurs in three places: 
Blanchetown to Morgan, Renmark to 
Wentworth, and Deniliquin to  
Tocumwal.   
 
The plan is for all participants to meet 
at least once a day, at 10am, for a  
history and geography lesson, and  
being told what to watch for in the 
coming day's drive, using specially 
produced maps and notes.   Participants 
will be given information of  
recommended places to visit, including 
those of historical importance,  

museums, Information Centres, and 
Locks, etc. Some touristy activities are 
also included, like kayaking at Loxton, 
seeing the Mungo Man area, a river 
cruise, wineries, sand hills at  
Wentworth, and so on.   
 
A unique specially-designed T shirt 
will be worn by many participants.  
They are arranging their own  
accommodation and most of the food, 
but there are a few catered meals.  
 
There will be contact with historical 
groups and media who may be  
interested in this event.  It is  
anticipated that a parade of re-run  
vehicles with appropriate signage  

occurs in the main street of many 
towns along the route.  It would be an 
opportunity for locals to dress in period 
clothes and have their older vehicles in 
the parade when meeting up with the  
re-run participants.  For this to happen, 
there will be good communication  
between the re-run organisers and  
co-ordinators from the towns.   
 
For the re-run participants, it will be 
wonderful to meet up with locals along 
the way, especially people who are 
connected in some way with any  
activity taking place in about 1870. 
............................................................... 
 
The Original Trek 
In October 1868 a group of German 
Lutherans left Ebenezer in South  
Australia to travel overland in horse-
drawn vehicles, to NSW and settle 
there. They were from German families 
that had come to South Australia from 
Germany in 1838. This six-week trip of 
1000km from the Barossa Valley to 
Walla Walla  has become known as 
The Trek.   
 
They moved because there was farm 
land available in the area we now call 
the Riverina in southern NSW.  Some 
of their friends were already living in 
Albury, and contact had been made 
with them prior to 1868. The Trek  
people selected farms in the Jindera-
Culcairn area, and established the town 
of Walla Walla. 
 

The group consisted of eight family 
groups and two single men, fifty six 
people in total. Twenty eight were less 
than 10 years old, including a child 
aged six months.     (Continued Page 2)

The surnames were Klemke (two  
families), Fischer, Lieschke, Mickan, 
Terlich, Hennersdorf, and Wenke as 
well as Johann Gottlieb Snr and Jr and 
single man Frederich Luhrs. They were 
all Lutherans, and all German speakers.  
There were some very young children, 
and one heavily pregnant woman.  Their 
spiritual leader was Johann Gottlieb 
Klemke, aged 59.   
 
They travelled with fourteen wagons 
and two spring carts, all pulled by  
horses. Some cows were also brought 
along to provide milk for the children 
and some poultry to provide eggs. 
 
They left as a group from Ebenezer near 
Nuriootpa, S.A.   The places they went 
through that were named at that time 
were Blanchetown, Overland Corner, 
Wentworth, Balranald, Moulamein and 
Deniliquin, Albury and then reached 
their destination, Jindera.  The towns 
which have been established since then 
on their route are Morgan, Renmark and 
Mildura.  They did not cross the River 
Murray, but had to cross the Darling 
and Murrumbidgee Rivers.  For most of 
the trip, they stayed close to the River 
Murray.  
 
Heavy items and fodder for stock and 
horses which were needed on the way, 
or at the destination were loaded onto 
paddle steamers 
at Blanchetown. 
There is some 
guess work here, 
as all the diaries 
of the people  
involved have 
been lost.    
 
To obtain accu-
rate information 
of the Trek route, 
and other details,  
research has  
included looking 

at maps of the day, local history books, 
family history books, local & State ar-
chives and historical newspapers in 
which their arrival was recorded for the 
locals.  We also know they would have 
followed the overland route used by 
others making a similar trip.  This was 
by no means the only group of wagons, 
people and animals doing this trip, but it 
is known as the biggest. 
 
The town of Walla Walla was  
established by the Trek people after a 
ten-week stopover at Jindera.  It has 
since grown into a town of 800  

residents, with a number of thriving  
industries.  Since the present residents 
are very interested in history, the town 
has a Wagon Shed on the main street, 
where a wagon and items of the Trek 
era are on display.   Walla Walla retains 
close connections with its early history, 
with many German surnames still used, 
e.g. Lieschke, Mickan, Wenke.  In  
keeping with their strong religious faith, 
the Lutherans built a small church and 
school soon after arrival, then a second 
sandstone church, and later a large 
church in 1924, which is still used every 
Sunday. 

Many people of all ages enjoy going to Fairlight Vineyard, where 

Dawn and John Beechcroft have hundreds of items of memorabilia 

on display.  Dawn loves to invite groups to her place for a special 

treat.  This photo shows a group of school children from  

Mullengandra Primary School posing for a photo on one of the 

many horse-drawn vehicles near her indoor displays.  Some asked 

about wearing wartime caps for the photo, and Dawn kindly allowed 

this.   Dawn and her helpers gave the group a cuppa, then they 

heard a local historian tell them of the dog that the Diggers brought 

back from Europe at the end of World War 1.  Later the group went 

to the Lutheran Church to learn about the Wagon Trek and  

interesting aspect of early Walla history.  A guided tour of Morgan’s 

Lookout was the last stop before the group got onto their bus, and 

returned to Mullengandra. 

Another almost identical tour has been prepared for a senior citizen 

group from Shepparton as this Newsletter is being printed.  Since 

Dawn and her helpers are happy to have many more tours 

like this, and since there are  

people who are looking for  

opportunities to have excursions, 

there will be visitors of all ages 

coming to our town to see, hear 

and enjoy the interesting aspects 

we have here.

It happened in Walla (well, Jindera actually...) 

 

On Wednesday, 4th July, a group of 30+ people 
met at the Jindera Community Hub to talk about 
refugees. Three refugees (two from south Asia, 
and one from central Africa), who have settled in 
Albury, told their story. Upon arrival in Australia, 
after nearly a decade in refugee camps, they were 
thankful for “just receiving a smile,” and having 
electricity and running water! Having settled in, 
they are now beginning to think about how they 
can give back to their community. 

 

The meeting was organised by Multicultural NSW, 
a department of our state government given the 
task of building a welcoming, multicultural society. 
The meeting was attended by members of  
Greater Hume Council, including our mayor Cr 
Heather Wilton. This advisory meeting was  
specially held in Greater Hume to explore  
opportunities to welcome refugees in this region. 

 

Members from the Walla Walla Refugee  
Committee (WWRRC) presented our progress to 
date (see picture). We have started investigating 

employment options and rental houses, as well as 
thinking about opportunities and challenges. We 
have already begun promoting our town as a  
welcoming place for refugees to help build our 
community for everyone’s mutual benefit. 

 

WWRRC meets every 4th Wednesday of the 
month from 7pm at St Paul’s College. These 
meetings are always open to the public, with a 
Q&A session at the end. Our next meetings are
